What is a challenge coin?
A challenge coin is a small coin or medallion, bearing an organization’s insignia or emblem and carried by the organization’s members. They have been used in the military and other organizations to prove membership, to enhance morale, and to serve as a memento of special occasions.

One tradition of using a challenge coin to prove allegiance is said to have originated during WWI, when a pilot, separated from his squadron and in dangerous territory, was saved from execution by producing such a coin with the emblem of his service. The practice continued, with members of a squadron challenging each other to produce the coin. If the challenged could not produce the coin, he was required to buy a drink of choice for the challenger. If the challenged could produce the coin, the challenger would purchase the drink. The practice of the challenge coin spread to all branches of the armed service and to non-military organizations as well. 
Besides being used for challenging, these coins can also be used as rewards or awards, and can convey status. They have found their way into popular culture through cinema and television, and are becoming increasingly popular with police, fire and fraternal organizations. And popularity is spreading to other organizations, such as NASCAR and the NFL.
